1.3 Suppliers initially approved by NEMF/PFS for use via certification (1ISO 9001,
AS 9100, ISO 17025, AS 9120, Nadcap, etc.) must notify our organization of
changes to certification(s) status.

2. All special processes required by a purchase order must be performed by qualified
personnel.

3. NEMF/PFS reserves the right of access by our representatives, our customer, any
regulatory authorities to the applicable areas of all facilities, at any level of the supply
chain, involved in the order and to all applicable records.

4. All calibration certificates must identify standards and must be traceable to NIST (National
